There are now over 1300 pumpkin patches in 48 states.
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Keep Your Carved Pumpkin Fresh

2 Tablespoons vinegar
1 Teaspoon lemon juice
1 Quart water

Mix well. Brush over carved surfaces.
OR

Coat all cut edges of a pumpkin, as well as the entire inte-
rior, with a small paintbrush dipped in petroleum jelly.

If your pumpkin still shrivels a few days later, revive it with
a facedown soak in cold water for up to eight hours.

Sprinkle a little cinnamon inside the lid. When you light the
candle, your jack-o'-lantern will smell like a pumpkin pie.
